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The carceral
1. The date of completion of the carceral system would be the date of the official opening of Mettray—22, January, 1840.  (p. 293)

2. Mettray is the model of the disciplinary form as its most extreme, which is concentrated all the coercive technologies of behavior. 

 (p. 293)

3. The chiefs and their deputies at Mettray are technicians of behavior: engineers of conduct, and orthopaedists of individuality.  Their task is to produce bodies that are both docile and capable.  (p. 294)
4. Training is accompanied by permanent observation.  (p.294)

5. The modeling of the body produces the knowledge of the individual, the apprenticeship of the techniques induces modes of behavior and the acquisition of skills is inextricably linked with the establishment of power relations.  (pp. 294-95)

6. At Mettray, their apparatuses have increased in quantity and scope; their auxiliary services have increased, with hospitals, schools, public administrations and private enterprises; their agents have proliferated in number, in power, in technical qualification; the technicians of indiscipline have founded a family.  (p. 296)

7. Mettray, a punitive model, is at the limit of strict penalty.  It is the most famous prison of a whole series of institutions which, beyond the frontiers of criminal law, constituted the carceral archipelago.

8. In penal justice, the prison transforms the punitive procedure into a penitentiary technique; the carceral archipelago transports this technique from the penal institution to the entire social body:  (p. 298)

  A. The carceral mechanisms connect in series to subtle divisions of the minor and the serious penalties.  (p. 299)
  B. The carceral network is a panoptic society which incarceration is the omnipresent armature and the delinquent is not outside the law. 

 (p. 301)   The carceral archipelago assures the formation of delinquency on the basis of subtle illegalities and the establishment of a specified criminality.  (p. 301)
C. The carceral system tends to efface two registers—the legal register of justice and the extra-legal register of discipline.  (p. 301)  Carceral continuity and the fusion of the prison-form make it possible to legalize and to legitimate disciplinary power.  (p. 302)  
 D. The carceral system is a mixture of legality and nature, prescription and constitution, the norm.  (p. 304)   The judges of normality are present everywhere.  We are in the society of the teacher-judge, the doctor-judge, the educator-judge, the “social worker”-judge; it is on them that the universal reign of the normative is based; and each individual, wherever he may find himself, subjects to it his body, his gestures, his behavior, his aptitudes, his achievements.  (p. 304)
 E. The carceral texture of society assures both the real capture of the body and its perpetual insertion, distribution, surveillance, examination, and observation that have objectified human behavior.  (pp. 304-05)
 F. The carceral city functions the mechanisms of normalization and the strategies of powers—the penal power and the disciplinary power.  Therefore, the model of the carceral city contains a multiple networks of diverse elements—walls, space, institutions, rules, and discourse.  It also exercises a strategic distribution of elements of different natures and levels to a whole multiplicity of illegalities in all their diversity of nature and origin, and the different ways in which they are dealt with by the punitive mechanisms.
